AN ACT TO AMEND THE SRI L+ANKA TEA BOARD LAW, No. 14 OF
1975

BE it enacted by the Parliament of the Democratic Socialist
Republic of Sri Lanka as follows :-1.

(Amendment) Act, No. 17 of 1985.
